DICK LARSEN SCHOLARSHIPS

Dear Applicant:

The Washington News Council is seeking applicants for the Dick Larsen Scholarship, administered by the Seattle Foundation. Two $2,000 scholarships will be awarded in 2003, one to a current college student and one to a graduating high-school senior entering college.

Dick Larsen, who died in April 2001, was a veteran journalist and one of the most respected political reporters in Washington state. He served for more than 20 years as political writer, editorial columnist and associate editor at The Seattle Times. He began his career at the Wenatchee World and later became Rep. Tom Foley’s administrative assistant. After he left The Times, he was senior corporate consultant at Gogerty and Stark, and later Rep. Jennifer Dunn’s district operations manager. He later wrote a column for the Eastside Journal. 

We offer this scholarship to honor the high standard of fairness, accuracy and balance in journalism and communications that Dick achieved throughout his entire career.

The scholarship program is open to students with a serious interest in communications – journalism, politics, public relations or a related field. Awards will be made based on scholastic achievement, financial need, and commitment to a communications career.

To be eligible, you must be a graduate of a Washington state high school and currently enrolled in a Washington state four-year public or private university, or about to graduate from a Washington state high school and accepted in such an institution. You must have demonstrated potential in the general field of communications. You must also demonstrate a clear need for financial assistance.

To apply, you must submit a completed application form, two letters of reference, a school transcript, and three samples of your work. (See attached application form for details.)

APPLICATION FORM, PART II

1. Essay – Please write an essay of between 500-1,000 words. Tell us about yourself and why you want to seek a career in communications. Discuss how you think you can contribute to your chosen profession.

2. Financial Need – List your approximate college expenses for the school year, including tuition, books, room and board. List sources of funds, including contributions from your family, other scholarships, job income, loans or gifts.

3. References – Please have two letters of reference MAILED DIRECTLY to the Scholarship Committee by your references. The letters should be from people who know you, your work and your character. Do not include any relatives.

4. Work Samples – Please include no more than three samples of your best work related to communications. These may be articles, editorials, columns, essays, cartoons, photographs, videotapes, audiotapes, websites, or other communications media.

5. School Transcript – Please have your latest OFFICIAL high-school or college transcript SENT DIRECTLY to the Scholarship Committee by the school.

NOTICE: DEADLINE IS MAY 15, 2003.
